Councillor Millar declared a personal interest in Agenda Item 1 – Applications for Street Collection Permits – Variation to Policy (Minute No. 56), as he is a Dalton Town Councillor.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Callister, R. Hamezeian and Stephenson.
54 – Minutes

The Minutes of the meeting held on 25th September, 2008 were taken as read and confirmed.

55 – Application for Street Trading Permit – Christmas Lights
The Chief Environmental Health Officer submitted a report regarding an application he had received for a  Street Trading Permit from Neil McDougall Limited, to allow them to operate a mobile doughnut trailer on the Town Square for the turning on of the Christmas Lights on 22nd November, 2008.  He reported that he had not yet received any comments from the Highways Authority but had received comments from the Town Centre Manager.

The Town Centre Manager had spoken to the Market Manager who had no objection to the application because the event would not be getting going until late afternoon and the Market café tended to stop providing food at about 3.30 p.m.  Sodexho at Forum 28 had also been contacted and they had no objections to the application on this occasion.

The Christmas lights switch on event would start at 3.45 p.m. with the lights being switched on at 5.05 p.m.  It had been suggested that if Members agreed to the application, a restriction could be made allowing street trading from 3.30 p.m. onwards to avoid competition with the Market.  The siting of the unit would also need to be to the satisfaction of the event organisers.

56 – Applications for Street Collection Permits – Variation to Policy

The Chief Environmental Health Officer submitted a report regarding three requests he had received to vary the Council’s policy on Street Collections to allow collections to take place as follows:-

Reverend Allan Mitchell of St. Mary’s Vicarage, Dalton-in-Furness to hold a street collection on Sunday, 30th December, 2008 between the hours of 5.30 p.m. until 8.00 p.m. on Market Street, Market Place, Dalton-in-Furness on behalf of the Dalton and Ireleth Festival Association; and

Cath Johnston, 3rd Duddon Scout Group Askam to hold a street collection on Thursday, 4th December, 2008 between the hours of 6.00 p.m. until 10.00 p.m. on Duke Street/Duddon Road, Askam-in-Furness.

He reported that the Council’s policy allowed permits to be issued for collections on Fridays and Saturdays only and asked Members to consider varying the policy to allow these collections to take place.
