26 – Minutes

The Minutes of the Special Meeting of the Licensing Regulatory Committee held on 23rd June, 2014 were taken as read and confirmed subject to the following amendments:-

The Minutes of the Licensing Regulatory Committee held on 24th July, 2014 were taken as read and confirmed.

27 – Application for Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence
The Senior Environmental Health Officer (Licensing) reported that a renewal application for a Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence had been withdrawn by the Environmental Health Department prior to the meeting.

28 – Application for Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence
The Senior Environmental Health Officer (Licensing) reported on a renewal application he had received for a Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence from Mr S. S.  He submitted information which had been drawn to his attention concerning the applicant and set out details of the Committee’s policy regarding such matters.

Mr S. S. had been invited to attend the meeting but had submitted his apologies as he was unable to attend.
A Police Representative was also present.

RESOLVED:- To agree that the renewal application for a Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence from Mr S. S. be granted and a written warning be issued as to his future conduct.
29 – Application for Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence
The Senior Environmental Health Officer (Licensing) reported on a renewal application he had received for a Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence from Mr A. G. P.  He submitted information which had been drawn to his attention concerning the applicant and set out details of the Committee’s policy regarding such matters.

Mr A. G. P. attended the meeting and addressed the Committee.  A Police Representative was also present.
RESOLVED:- To unanimously agree to refuse the renewal application for a Private Hire Vehicle Drivers Licence as the Council’s Licensing Policy and Guidelines relating to the relevance of convictions stated that an application would normally be refused if it is made within 3-5 years from the date of the convictions for an offence relating to the possession of drugs.

30 – Zoo Licence – South Lakes Wild Animal Park Ltd – Compliance with Zoonosis Policy
The Environmental Health Manager reported that at the Licensing Regulatory Committee meeting on 7th July, 2014 Members decided to add a number of conditions to the Zoo Licence held by Mr Gill of South Lakes Wild Animal Park Ltd and also to serve a Direction Order.

It was reported that the current compliance deadline could not be achieved and there was an overlap with the information required in the Zoonosis Policy and the Direction Order served on the Park.

The Zoonosis Condition and the Direction Order had different compliance deadlines (5th September and 5th November, 2014 respectively), therefore it was proposed that the two should have the same compliance deadline to avoid duplication of effort.
A copy of the decision notice regarding the condition and correspondence between the Council Officers and the Park had been appended to the report for information.

RESOLVED:- To approve an extension to the compliance period for the Zoonosis Condition so it matched that of the Direction Order, which was 5th November, 2014.
